First there was
Anthony Fiola,a business-man and mem-
per of the citys abatement council,
and Vickie Mirigliotta a member of
the Central Avenue buslness OWNErs
association. Both were addressing
the issue of tax abatements for dev-
elopers and certaln businesses in the
city. While abatements attract devel
opers,the city residents ate left
with the burden of picking up the gap
in the tax rolls. With more and more
malls belng opened fewer dollars are
being spent in loeal stores,who are
not gettlng any bresk and do pay
taxes. AS their business decreases
snd they are forced to close theésr
doors the tax rolls are further de-
minished,putting an extra "bite" on
home and property owners. Mr Fiola
and Ms Mirigliotta were pointing out
the need for a larger number of tax-
paylng property owners to protest
this abatement policy with the city
officials. They are enlisting R.N.A.
ailde in spreading this important
message.

Last Friday, the Jsrsey Journal
printed an articls regarding the huge
gsuccess of the Newport Mall, In the
very same issus was the report that
Newport applisd for YET ANOTHER abate-
ment and was approved by an 8 to 1
vote by the Jersay City Abatement
Committee, What an affront to svery
taxpayer and resident in this clity!

After the grants, the federal and
state funds and the 40 and 20 year
abatemants already recsived, and des-
pite their ballyhoo regarding the
tremendous demand for their spacs,
they have the nsarve to want more from
the Jersey City taxpayer?

Where is the need (which is sup-
posed to be the basis for Fox-Lance i
abatements) to commence with this
projact? If thes current market is glutted
with office space, let them build
affordable housing in that space instead.
How much can we afford to glve away?

How much do we want to give away?

At the sams meeting, ths tax
abatement committes also approved an
abatement for Clermont Coves condo-

- miniums, another luxury hLousing develop-
ment, Does Jersey City really need
condo's in the $500,000 range so des-
perately that we must give these mil-
lionaire developers favoresd treatmsnt
over the homeowners who have bean here
for decades? All wa are doing is fead-
ing real sstate speculation, creating
an elitist section in Jersey City. Is
that what we want for our future?

In the cases of Clermont Cove, the
davelopars will be paying less than
$£600,000 per year in lieu of about

$1.8 million per year for 15 years. They

i|Cove? It's absurd. And these milli

are getting an abatement for forwarding
a mere $150,000 to the housing linkage
program., $150,000 up front for $18 mil-
ion, a2 greast deal for ths developer.

In addition, he is protected from the
affects of the revaluation, which =211
current Jersey City homeownsrs ars not.
He doesn't even have to provide one
single, unit of affordable housing in
hlis dsvelopment., This 1s inexcusable.
The City should immgdiagiiy p;;s inbl
ordinance demand on-site affordable
housing units as a conditlion of being
granted an abatsment, These developers
want favored treatment and want to build
a wall to ksep the rest of Jersey City
out. This is appalling, insulting and
discriminatory.

1f the developers need abatemnts

to build million dollar housing, I
suggest we tell them to look elsewhere,
buy out their investments for what they
paid, and let the clity develop affordable
housing on those sitss, Million dollar
housing should need no abatements, Why
should a taxpaysr in a 2-family home in
the Heights, downtown or Greenvills pay
the same amount of tax dollars as the
ownsr of a $700,000 condo in Harsimus
onaires
will also be protected against rising

tax rates and city revaluations. But they
will receive.ths sama services and probabl
be looking soon for a new, elite water-
front school.

I fervently hope that when these
abatements come before the City Council,
our council members look at these
figures and their ramifications mors
clogely than my colleagues on the tax
abatement Committee, We must get detajle:
budgeted figures documenting the esti-
matsed cost of City Services (Police, Fir
Sanitation, Schools, etc,) to these pro-
jects over the full duration of the abat
ments. These costs may eventually far ou
weigh the abated tax rate, Five to ten
years from now, we will find ourselves i:
